REDEEM SINNERS

O ur condition is grave indeed when we are without
the Lord and His grace. We are under indictment for our
sins. And we are guilty. There is no question about that.
It is impossible for anyone to make a good defence be-
fore God. Job said long ago:

But how can a mortal be righteous before
God? Though one wished to dispute with Him, he could
not answer Him one time out of a thousand (Job 9: 2-3).

We are clearly without a workable defence,
and our case has been called, but our problem is even
greater.

Not only do we have no help from efforts to

prove our righteousness, we also discover that we are
dead in our sins. We do not even have the ability to turn
to the Lord, unless He graciously gives it to us. We are
without spiritual life. Like a dead person we cannot help
ourselves. All our pretence of being righteous (if we
have any) is to no avail. Even our good deeds are judged
to be like filthy rags in the eyes of God. He demands
perfection and that is what we must have. But we are
dead and can do nothing to please the Lord.
Do you understand that every part of our being is
touched by sin and death? We are not as bad as we
might be; if we work at it, we can get worse. But we are
in as bad a state as we can be, short of hell. We are spiri-
tually dead, and it would seem that there is no hope for
us.

But the Lord planned to rescue a people for
Himself long before you and | were born. In eternity
past, the Lord decided on a course of redemptive action.
It was determined in the eternal counsel of the Father,
Son and Holy Spirit that the eternal Son of God, the
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Second Person of the Trinity, would come to earth at a
time chosen by the Father, and live a life of perfect obe-
dience. In order to do this He would accept the humilia-
tion of becoming one of us, a human being. He would
take the disgrace of sinners upon Himself. In time He
would even die the death for sin that was due to us. He
would become sin for us. He would take our guilt away
by taking it upon Himself. The justice of God would be
satisfied. The Lord would not excuse sin. He would take
the consequences of the sins of His chosen people upon
Himself. He would, on the cross, suffer the hell that was
due us.

The Lord Jesus spoke about His mission in
this way: ‘And this is the will of Him who sent me, that
I shall lose none of all that He has given me, but raise
them up at the last day. For my Father’s will is that eve-
ryone who looks to the Son and believes in Him shall
have eternal life, and | will raise him up at the last
day’ (John 6:39-40).
