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PRAY FOR YOUR PASTOR 
 
“I exhort therefore, that, first of all, supplications, 

prayers, intercessions, and giving of thanks, be made for 

all men; For kings, and for all that are in authority; that 

we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness 

and honesty. For this is good and acceptable in the sight 

of God our Saviour”  (1 Timothy 2:1-3). 

 

“And we beseech you, brethren, to know them which 

labour among you, and are over you in the Lord, and 

admonish you; And to esteem them very highly in love 

for their work’s sake. And be at peace among your-

selves” (1 Thessalonians 5:12-13). 

 

The Bible teaches us to pray for ALL those in authority. 

Since the office of pastor/elder is the highest office in the 

church, God wants us to pray for our pastor. If some of us 

prayed for our pastors as much as we talked about them 

or complained about them, our personal spiritual lives 

and our churches would be off the charts healthy. Would-

n’t that be great?  So, based on this biblical principle, I 

challenge you to pray for your pastor specifically and 

consistently. 

 
Pray Specifically: Pray for your pastor by name. Pray 

that your pastor would flourish in his relationship with 

God, spouse, kids, unbelievers and the church. Pray for 

your pastor to be sexually pure, humble and highly effec-

tive. 

 
Pray Consistently: Pick a “pastoral prayer marker”—and 

every time you drive past it—lift up a prayer for your 

pastor. Not long ago, I had the honor of partnering with a 

pastor in training the elders of the church. I was challeng-

ing this group of about 16 men on this very point—to 

pray for their pastor specifically and consistently. The 

good-natured pastor who is younger than I but with much

Use the letters of the 
word, P -A-S-T-O-R to remind you of specific 
prayer requests. For example:  
 

P -  Purity. Pray that your pastor will remain 
pure in the face of constant pressure in an 
immoral culture.  
 

A  -  Adversity. Pray for your pastor that he 
will be able to confront adversity with faith 

and endurance.  
 

S -  Strength. Most pastors work long hours 

and at least six days a week. Pray that he 
will have the strength to continue his minis-
try.  
 

T -  Teaching. Pray for your pastor that his 
teaching and preaching will be effective, 
powerful, and clear.  
 

O -  Organization. Your pastor has more to 
do than any one person can handle. Pray for 
your pastor that he will be able to prioritize 

correctly.  
 

R -  Rest. Your pastor needs rest. Pray that 

your pastor will sleep well each night and 
that he will take enough time away from 
ministry so that he does not get worn out.
