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ARE YOU BORN AGAIN?

PART 1
his is one of the most important questions
in religion. Christ says, “Except a man be
born again, he cannot see the kingdom of
God” (John 3:3).

Are you born again? It is not enough to
reply, “I belong to the church; and I suppose I
am.” Thousands of nominal Christians have
none of the marks of being born again which we
find in Scripture. Let’s look at a few of them in
the first epistle of John.

1. “Whosoever is born of God doth not
commit sin” and, “Whosoever is born of God
sinneth not” (I John 3:9; 5:18).

A man born again, or regenerate, does
not commit sin as a habit. He no longer sins
with his heart and will and whole inclination, as
an unregenerate man does. There was probably
a time when he did not think whether his actions
were sinful or not, and never felt grieved after
doing evil. There was no quarrel between him
and sin; they were friends. Now he hates sin,
flees from it, fights against it, counts it his great-
est plague, groans under the burden of its pres-
ence, mourns when he falls under its influence,
and longs to be delivered from it altogether. Sin
no longer pleases him, nor is it even a matter of
indifference; it has become the abominable thing
which he hates.

While the greater desire of his soul is not
to commit sin at all, he cannot prevent its dwell-

ing within him. If he says he has no sin, he does
not speak the truth (1 John 1:8). He cannot pre-
vent bad thoughts from arising and short com-
ings, omissions and defects appearing, both in
his words and actions. He knows, “In many
things we offend all” (James 3:2). But he can
truly say, and in the sight of God, that these
things are a daily grief and sorrow to him, and
that his whole nature does not consent to them.
I place this mark before you. Are you born
again?

2. “Whosoever believeth that Jesus is
the Christ, is born of God” (I John 5:1).

A man born again believes that Jesus
Christ is the only Saviour by whom his soul can
be pardoned; that he is the divine person ap-
pointed by God the Father for this very purpose,
and that beside him there is no Saviour at all. In

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himself he sees ground for the fullest confi-
dence, and trusting in him he believes that his
sins are all forgiven. He believes that for the
sake of Christ’s finished work and death upon
the cross, he is reckoned righteous in God’s
sight, and may look forward to death and judg-
ment without alarm.

He may have his fears and doubts. He
may sometimes tell you he feels as if he had no
faith at all. But ask him whether he is willing
to trust in anything instead of Christ, and see
what he will say.

Ask him whether he will rest his hopes of eter-
nal life on his own goodness, his prayers, or his
church, and see what he will reply. Ask him
whether he will give up Christ, and place his
confidence in any other way of salvation. De-
pend upon it, he would say that though he does
feel weak and bad, he would not give up Christ
for all the world. He has found a preciousness
and suitableness to his own soul in Christ, that
he finds nowhere else and he must cling to him.

3. “Every one that doeth righteousness
is born of him” (I John 2:29).

The man born again is a holy man. He
endeavours to live according to God’s will, to
do the things that please God, to avoid the
things that God hates. His aim and desire is to
love God with his heart, soul, mind, and
strength, and to love his neighbour as himself.
His wish is to be continually looking to Christ
as his example as well as his Saviour, and to
show himself Christ’s friend by doing whatso-
ever Christ commands. He is quick to confess
his imperfections. He groans under the burden
of indwelling corruption cleaving to him. He
finds an evil principle within him constantly

warring against grace, and trying to draw him
away from God. But he does not consent to it,
though he cannot prevent its presence.

In spite of all shortcomings, the average
bent and bias of his way is holy--his doing are
holy, his tastes holy, and his habits holy. In spite
of all his swerving and turning aside, like a ship
beating up against a contrary wind, the general
course of his life is in one direction--toward God
and for God’s glory. And though he may some-
times fall so low that he questions whether he is
a Christian at all, he will generally be able to say
with John Newton, “I’m not what I ought to be;
I’m not what I want to be; I’'m not what I hope to
be in another world; but still I’m not what I used
to be, and by the grace of God I am what I am.”
