
God is the measure of all things. 
He is the one who establishes the standard of justice. It is the 
commandment of the Lord that is to be obeyed. We must not ask 
why a thing is righteous apart from its being the will of God. What 
He has deemed to be right is right (Ps. 119:89-91). 
God is also the absolute ruler of all things, seen and unseen. 
This truth does not exclude the possibility of rebellion against His 
righteous will. Satan is the enemy of God, and so are we until He 
renews our wills and gives us the ability to love and obey Him. But 
even though He endures rebellion against Him for a time, the 
sovereign will of God will be accomplished at the end if not be-

fore: 

 

 The Lord does whatever pleases Him, 

 In the heavens and on the earth, 

 In the seas and all their depths   

   (Ps. 135:6)

to earth. If one wants to know not only what God is like, but to 
know Him, one must first know Christ. He is the way, the truth and 
the life (John 14:6)

God is personal. 
He is not a mere power or force that exists as a part of the universe 
in which we live. He may not be defined as one would define the 
law of gravity. He is the living God who is the greatest of all per-
sonal beings. He relates to mankind and speaks to mankind in a 
personal way because He created us as personal beings in His 
own image. 
God is unchanging in all that He is. 
He ódoes not change like the shifting shadowsô (James 1:17). He is 
always full of wisdom, and absolute power: óGreat is our Lord and 
mighty in power; His understanding has no limitô (Ps. 147:5). The 
Lord has always been wholly undefiled by sin and He will continue 
to be so. The Lord is the fount of true justice and will always be so. 
He is good and will always be so. He always was the very truth 
itself and always will be so. 
God is holy. 
The Hebrew word for óholyô literally means óseparateô. God is sepa-
rate from all sin. He has not been defiled by sin as we have. But 
God is also separate in the sense that He is above all else. He is 
not dependent on anyone or anything. Everything depends on Him 
for existence: óIn Him we live and move and have our beingô (Acts 
17:28). 
God is perfect in presence, power and wisdom.  
The traditional way of expressing these truths is to say that God is 
omnipresent ï He is everywhere, there is no place where God is 
not (Ps. 139:7-10); He is omnipotent ï He has unlimited power to 
accomplish all His holy will (Job 42:1-2; Isa. 46:8-10); and God is 
omniscient ï He sees all; His knowledge is perfect; there is noth-
ing that can be kept from Him (Matthew 6:8).
